A performance of Haydn's well-loved and familiar Nelson Mass is also included in the
concert and the evening promises to be a most exciting and moving experience.

Cadogan Hall is easily accessible, situated just off Sloane Square and Sloane Street, and is a
stunning new, comfortable concert venue. Please note that on the 20th November Sloane
Square tube station will be closed - the nearest tube is Knightsbridge and bus numbers 22,
C1, 137 and 19 go to Sloane Square.
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
